If study process has been sufficient and information delivered to students in proper format, we wouldn't of typed font 6 cheat sheets with everything we did not understand! I had an impression that professor Huxsley really enjoys moments when students do not understand what he is talking about ! quote 'if you don't understand ... maybe MBA program is not for you?' and another one 'if everyone gets an A, no one will get an A'. DO NOT take this course, and DO NOT pay your money for the course which takes all your time, very difficult to understand, and can potentially lower your GPA.
